	Describe: I have assisted Progressive Maryland in achieving its goals by voting for numerous pieces of legislation that have been considered in the General Assembly during my 8 years in office, including legislation relating to minimum wage increases, living wage legislation, prevailing wage legislation, collective bargaining, the Fair Share Health Act, the Fair Share Act, public financing of political campaigns and several other matters.

	Comments_3: I support the concept that companies receiving economic development subsidies from the State of Maryland should in turn be required to meet certain standards with regard to wages and benefits.   However, regarding HB 1317 specifically, at the bill hearing last session, the bill sponsor herself readily acknowledged that work was needed on several issues during the interim before it should be given serious consideration for passage.  
	Comments_4: I need additional information before endorsing this proposal.
	Comments_5: I have consistently been a co-sponsor of legislation providing for a voluntary public financing system similar to those enacted in Maine, Arizona and Connecticut.
	Comments_6: While I support a modernization of Maryland's sales tax laws to better reflect our current service economy, not all services are equal in terms of the ability of companies providing such services to simply relocate.  For example. when the General Assembly passed the computer services sales tax during the 2007 special session, it later became clear to many in the legislature that companies providing such services could easily relocate to Virginia or elsewhere, thus paying no sales tax at all to the State of Maryland.  This caused the General Assembly to subsequently repeal the law.  Any expansion of the sales tax to certain services must be take these types of factors and others into account.
	Comments_7: The General Assembly will receive a report back later this year on December 15, 2010, from a blue ribbon commission set up to specifically examine the issue of combined reporting.  I would like to reserve judgment on this issue until I can review the specific findings of the Commission's report.
	Comments_8: I am certainly open to the abolishment of any tax exemption or carve out that drains dollars from our General Fund if it can be shown that is its serves no discernable public interest or good for our State.
	Comments_9: While I support a progressive tax structure, the temporary 3-year surcharge was part of a compromise reached during the 2007 special session, which also resulted in an increase in the sales tax rate and the repeal of the computer services sales tax.  The compromise agreed to in the 2007 special session should be respected.
